
• Team area at the High School is in the cafeteria with tables provided.  Team area at the 
Middle School will be in the hallways surrounding the gym. Space and tables are limited 
at the Middle School so please be respectful of other teams; suggested for teams to 
bring an extra folding table and chairs.

• NO food or sports drinks on or around the courts, WATER ONLY and NO GUM.
• We do ALLOW spectators to have food and drinks in the bleachers at the HIGH 

SCHOOL ONLY. Enjoy your snacks and coffee! WATER ONLY in the gym at the Middle 
School. There is bleacher seating for spectators at both locations. (VERY limited at the 
Middle School)

• No pets or companion animals are allowed in either facility unless they are a service 
animal.

• Children must always be supervised; please DO NOT leave children unattended to roam 
the schools. We have many glass trophy cases and large photo frames in the hallways; 
no bouncing or hitting balls outside the gym. Teams will be penalized or disqualified if 
their fans/spectators/ younger siblings do not respect the facility. 

• After pool play is over there will be movement of teams between locations for bracket 
play: be prepared to pack up your team space if necessary. Fortunately the schools are 
right next door to each other.

• There is a concession stand and tournament apparel will be available for purchase at 
the High School. The teams at the Middle School are encouraged to come up during 
breaks to check out the offerings!

• Initial pool play warm ups will be 5 & 5 with no shared hitting.  All subsequent warm ups 
will be 3 & 3. Please start warm ups immediately after the previous game ends to keep 
the tournament on schedule.

• Four team pools will be 2 out of 3 games. The first 2 games are to 25 points no cap and 
the 3rd, if needed, will be to 15 points with no cap.  Three team pools will be 3 games to 
25 with no cap. There will be a 20 minute break after the final pool is completed before 
bracket play begins. 

• Please make sure to find the site director before leaving for the day.  We want to ensure 
that referee assignments are covered, team areas are clean and that no items have 
been left behind.

• Covid Policy: Masks on if you are not participating (fan, coach, bench). Mask off if you 
are actively playing on the court.
